Traditional Classes

TECH Classes

to take active learning outside the classroom.  There are a couple 

of key differences.



First Exposure: Video Lecture
Your first exposure to a new topic will come prior to attending 

class.  At home, you will watch a short video lecture of the most 

basic examples of a topic.



First Exposure: Online Pre-Assignment
There will be a short assignment made up of roughly 10 

questions of varying difficulty.  This assignment will let your 

teacher know what the focus of class should be.



Second Exposure: In The Classroom
When you attend class, your teacher will have tailored that days 

activities based on a review of the class results of the pre-

assignment, making class time more effective and efficient.



Second Exposure: In The Classroom
Learning new material will take roughly half the time in class as 

it does traditionally.  This allows for time to be spent on 

homework while your teacher is there.



Third Exposure: Online Homework
The online homework will be a similar, although more 

comprehensive, version of the online pre-assignment.
