The requirements in the AS degree satisfy the All-University Core Curriculum requirements with the exception of the major 
program requirements at Colorado State University only if the all of the general education core requirements are completed 
with a grade of ‘C’ or better.  It is also important to remember that beginning Fall 2002, foreign language is required. You may 
meet this requirement by having two years of the same second language in high school OR two semesters at the college level. 
Students intending to transfer should contact a Community College of Aurora advisor to assist you in developing a transfer 
program and in selecting appropriate, transferable electives. If you plan to transfer to CSU prior to receiving a degree from CCA, 
ENG 121 and MAT 121 (or MAT 109 with a grade of ‘B’ or better) must be completed for transfer admission.
