H1N1 FAQs & Tips  

In each Student Bulletin, we will highlight some FAQs and 
Tips concerning the H1N1 Flu: 
 
Q: What are the signs and symptoms of this virus in 

people?  
A:  The symptoms of H1N1 include fever, cough, sore throat, 

runny or stuffy nose, body aches, headache, chills, and 
fatigue. A significant number of people who have been 
infected have reported diarrhea and vomiting. Severe 
illnesses and death has occurred as a result of illness 
associated with this virus.  

Tip: If you are sick with flu-like illness, CDC recommends that 
you stay home for at least 24 hours after your fever is 
gone except to get medical care or other necessities. 
(Your fever should be gone without the use of a fever-
reducing medicine.) 

Mental Health Tips  

Having good mental health is important to your success as a 
student.  Here are some tips and tricks to maintaining good 
mental health: 
 
Tip: Get some sun every day.  Studies show that at least 15 

minutes of direct sunlight increase Vitamin D and help 
boost your mood, skin complexion, and hair 
quality.  Luckily, Colorado has an average of 300 sunny 
days a year…so enjoy the sun throughout the winter 
months (even overcast days lets a little light through). 

 
Suggestions:  Get outdoors!  Walk to a restaurant or park 
further away while running errands; take a 15 minute 
walk or break outside during the day, and sit near a 
window in the sunlight.
